The educational offer is founded on the curriculum framework from Hong Kong
and leads to a dual pathway of the Hong Kong Diploma in Secondary Education
(DSE) or the IB Diploma. The model of delivery is synonymous with all AISL
Harrow schools and founded on a holistic approach to developing the child at a
personalised level through a broad and deep enrichment programme, structured
pastoral care and a commitment to boarding.
